What is Rolling Drop-Off?  



Traffic improvements were made to the area in front of the McKinley gate so cars can make a complete U-
Turn and safely pull into the Washington Rolling Drop-Off Zone. In the Rolling Drop-Off Zone, parent 
volunteers will open doors and help kids out while drivers stay in their cars. By opening doors and helping 
kids get to school, volunteers help make morning drop-off faster, safer, and more pleasant for everyone! A 
parent volunteer will also be posted at the MLK gate to keep an eye on kids as they get out along MLK.  



 



How Can You Help? 



To make Rolling Drop-Off work, each 1-5 classroom has been assigned 2 weeks of coverage, and 
kindergarten one week. During your class’s assigned week, only 3 or 4 parents are asked to volunteer each 
morning from 7: 50am to around 8:15am.  



 



 



 



 



 



 



 



 



 



Instructions for Rolling Drop-Off Volunteers  



1. Arrive at 7:50am – it works best if at least one volunteer arrives before 8am 
2. Put on the Safety Vests – safety vests are located in a bin inside the cafeteria doors 
3. Put out the cones – place cones approximately 1 car width from the curb along the length of the 



McKinley Rolling Drop-Off Zone. 
4. Start opening doors!  



- Encourage cars to pull forward into the Drop-Off Zone 
- Wait until cars come to a full stop before opening doors 
- Open doors and say “Good Morning!” 



5. Go to MLK Gate – ask one parent to cover the MLK gate.  
- They won’t be opening doors; they just need to watch as kids existing cars along MLK enter the 



playground safely.
